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Crusade by Nancy Holder   Y HOL p.470  Six teenage vampire hunters try to rescue team member Jenn’s younger sister as the Vampires escalate their efforts to take over the earth.
Daemon Hall by Andrew Nance Y NAN p. 259   Famous horror story writer Ian Tremblin comes to the town of Maplewood to hold a short story writing contest, offering the five finalists the chance to spend what turns out to be a terrifying--and deadly--night with him in a haunted house.

The Dead-Tossed Waves by Carrie Ryan Y RYA p. 406   Gabry lives a quiet life in a town trapped between a forest and the ocean, hemmed in by the dead who hunger for the living, but her mother Mary's secrets, a cult of religious zealots who worship the dead, and a stranger from the forest who seems to know Gabry threaten to destroy her world.

Dust & Decay by Jonathan Maberry Y MAB   p.519   In post-apocalyptic America, fifteen-year-old Benny Imura and his friends set out into the great Rot & Ruin hoping to find a better future but are soon pitted against zombies, wild animals, insane murderers, and the horrors of Gameland.

The Enemy by Charlie Higson   Y HIG  p.440   After a disease turns everyone over sixteen into brainless, decomposing, flesh-eating creatures, a group of teenagers leave their shelter and set out of a harrowing journey across London to the safe haven of Buckingham Palace.

Evernight  by Claudia Gray Y GRA p.327   Sixteen-year-old Bianca, a new girl at the sinister Evernight boarding school, finds herself drawn to another outsider, Jared, but dark forces threaten to tear them apart and destroy Bianca's entire world. 

The Forest of Hands and Teeth by Carrie Ryan Y RYA  p.310  Through twists and turns of fate, orphaned Mary seeks knowledge of life, love, and especially what lies beyond her walled village and the surrounding forest, where dwell the Unconsecrated, aggressive flesh-eating people who were once dead.

Groosham Grange by Anthony Horowitz Y HOR p. 196   After being expelled from school, thirteen-year-old David Eliot is sent to Groosham Grange, a spooky and sinister boarding school where nothing seems quite right.

The Haunting of Alaizabel by Cray Chris Wooding  Y WOO p.292   As Thaniel, a wych-hunter, and Cathaline, his friend and mentor, try to rid the alleys of London's Old Quarter of the terrible creatures that infest them, their lives become entwined with that of a woman who may be either mad or possessed.

Hex Hall by Rachel Hawkins by Y HAW  p.323   After a prom-night spell goes badly wrong, witch Sophie Mercer is exiled to an isolated reform school for wayward Prodigium, supernaturally gifted teenagers, where she learns that an unknown predator has been attacking students.

Night World (Series) by L.J. Smith  Y SMI  p.732  A collection of novels about teenage girls who are drawn into the Night World, a dark society of vampires, witches, shapeshifters, and other dark creatures.

Peeps  by Scott Westerfield  Y WES  p.312   Cal Thompson is a carrier of a parasite that causes vampirism, and must hunt down all of the girlfriends he has unknowingly infected.

Raised By Wolves by Jennifer Barnes  Y BAR  p.418  A girl raised by werewolves must face the horrors of her past to uncover the dark secrets that the pack has worked so hard to hide.

Red Riding Hood by Sarah Blakley- Cartwright  Y BLA p.329  When Valerie learns that her sister has been killed by the legendary Wolf, she finds herself at the center of a dark mystery, one that has plagued her village for generations.
Skeleton Creek  by Patrick Carman Y CAR  p.185  Housebound following an eerie accident, teenager Ryan continues to investigate the strange occurrences in his hometown of Skeleton Creek, recording his findings in a journal and viewing e-mail video clips sent by fellow detective Sarah.
Three Quarters Dead by Richard Peck  Y PEC  p.193  Sophomore loner Kerry is overjoyed when three popular senior girls pick her to be in their clique, until a shocking accident sets off a string of supernatural occurrences that become more and more threatening.

Smith  Y SMI  p.492 Presents the first two volumes in the Vampire Diaries series, in which popular and beautiful high school senior Elena finds herself torn between two vampire brothers, the dark and brooding Stefan who wants to protect her from the horrors of his past and the dangerously attractive Damon, who is determined to use her to get revenge on his brother.
